Here’s how the EBS tickets work.  An event pass gets the pass holder into all the activities offered that day that are not sold by a separate ticket.  Out of over 180 activities, only 7 are sold on a separate ticket.  Separate ticketed events include:  float trips, tours, ballet, opera, Premier Session of the Symposium, and the Rita Coolidge and Friends concert.  Day passes are only $10 through June 28.  They increase to $15 from June 29 through July 3 and are $20 on July 4.  The day pass also gets the ticket holder into all the cultural centers in Great Falls including the Lewis and Clark Interpretive Center and the CM Russell Museum (both have a daily admission of $5 for adults).  Day pass holders will also receive free admission on all event shuttles.  The shuttles will run regular routes to all the cultural centers, Fort Benton, and any event venue that day.  





The Full Expedition Pass is truly the best bargain.  People buying the pass will receive:  1 month pass; “best seats in the house” tickets for the opera and ballet, a Rita Coolidge and Friends ticket, two tour tickets, a ticket for one of the day float trips (not valid for the White Cliff’s Float), and a ticket to the premier sessions of the symposium.  What a deal!  The Full Expedition Pass is the perfect ticket for promotions as the company purchasing it can either give the entire package to one person or can split it up in many different ways.  





When to plan the trip:  While there are many activities offered each day throughout the month, the number of daily activities towards the end of the event escalates substantially.  The value of the day pass is pure throughout the event and event goers – regardless of the time – will have an enjoyable Lewis and Clark experience.  Additionally, they’ll have a chance to truly experience Montana and what Montanans have to offer.
