Gold West Country promotes the nine counties in Southwestern Montana including Broadwater, Beaverhead, Deer Lodge, Granite, Jefferson, Lewis & Clark, Madison, Powell and Silver Bow.  

We are rich in history, ghost towns, hot springs, wildlife, rock hounding, fishing, hunting, outdoor scenery, bird watching, hiking, skiing, snowmobiling and much more.

Our budget is right around $250,000.  We spend the bulk of our money producing a full-color 54 page travel guide which summarizes many attractions and highlights in the area and includes a calendar of events.  We print 160,000 travel guides and put them in the display racks around the state of Montana.  We also use them for fulfillment for any inquiries from our advertising and website.

We offer listings in our travel guide for $140 which includes a membership and a link on our website.  We also have full-page advertising in our travel guide for only $2200 on the average.

Our Gold West Country’s website averages around 54,000 visitor sessions a month.  We had almost 10 million hits on our site in 2005 alone.  The site is on the cutting edge and includes pictures, videos, links, maps and a children’s section on it.   We offer $30 links to our members.  This includes a link on the community as well as on the link page. 

Gold West Country offers cooperative marketing grants to nonprofit organizations for marketing their areas or events.  The grants are at a 50% match and are usually around $1000.

We offer package deals on our website where businesses can put up a package deal that they put together.  The cost is $40 per season.

We are looking at adding advertising on our downloadable maps.  This is still in the organizing stages.

We meet six times a year at various places in the region.  The executive board meets a couple of extra times a year as well.  We have an annual strategic planning retreat where we go over our goals and plans for the next 1-5 years.  
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
