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NO OR LOW COST ADVERTISING/MARKETING OPPORTUNITIES

Cooperative Marketing Program: This program is designed to allow Missouri River Country to promote an area or event on a cooperative basis with a nonprofit tourism related organization. The intent of this program is to encourage the development of new or expanded marketing projects outside the local community, thereby increasing the tourism travel to the region and extending the traveler’s stay in Missouri River Country. We will pay up to 50% of the tourism related project. An application and guidelines are available at the Missouri River Country office.

Calendar of Events: Missouri River Country produces a separate Calendar of Events brochure to identify dates, times and locations of events and activities occurring in our region. The calendar includes information about Native American Pow Wows, rodeos, county fairs, class reunions, art fairs, country music showdowns, theatre productions, etc. – anything that might attract tourists to our region or encourage them to extend their stay. Lodging facilities are listed on the back page. To list your communities events contact the Missouri River Country office.

FAM Tours: Missouri River Country organizes FAM Trips (familiarization tours) with Travel Montana to bring travel writers and media representatives to our region resulting in multiple articles in publications about Missouri River Country. This is an opportunity to generate publicity to dinosaur digs, agate hunting, birding, fishing and the many attractions that Missouri River Country has to offer. FAM’s that Missouri River Country has done in the past were Sitting Bull, Ice Fishing, Rocks and Dinos, and Upland Bird Hunting. Articles in Horizon Air magazine, Rock & Gem, Gun Dog, and The Deer Park Tribune, are some of the results from these FAM’s. 

Email Newsletter: Missouri River Country distributes three email newsletters per year to keep visitors up-to-date on current events and attractions in Missouri River Country, and to encourage repeat visitation. The newsletters contain information on upcoming events and attractions. This is a great opportunity to advertise a grand opening, an annual event or any event that needs some extra advertising. Any special points of interest are also an article that we could include in the newsletter. Missouri River Country distributes these newsletters out to a mailing list obtained through a “sign up” button on our website. If you have an event or attraction that you would like featured in one of our newsletters please notify the Missouri River Country office. There is no charge for this service.

Travel Planner: The Missouri River Country Travel Planner is the primary response piece that is mailed to those inquiring about Missouri River Country. Editorial and photography highlight our attractions and provide useful visitor information. We produce and print a new travel planner every two years. This year we have decided to give businesses the opportunity to advertise in our travel planner. We print 75,000 and they are distributed through our mail service to inquiries from our website, calls to the office, trade shows and sent to Chambers and Visitor Information Centers in Montana and North Dakota. They are also delivered to motels, port of entries, airports, museums and convenience stores in Missouri River Country. This is a great opportunity for motels, car rentals, etc. to advertise their business to potential travelers to Missouri River Country for a minimal charge. 

Trade Shows: Missouri River Country participates in at least three tourism-related trade shows per year. The Missouri River Country board of directors feel that trade shows are an effective way to contact potential visitors and provide them with information about our region. Our goal is to reach potential visitors at consumer trade shows and provide them with information that will result in increased visitation to our region. Missouri River Country gives communities, museums, and outfitters the opportunity to distribute their brochures at these trade shows for a small fee of $10.00. This past year we attended trade shows in Minot, ND, Harrisburg, PA and Novi, MI. These shows last for 3 to 5 days and are well attended.

Placemats: Missouri River Country produced placemats that are delivered to restaurants in Missouri River Country. These placemats focus heavily on the Dinosaur Trail, Wildlife, Museums and Lewis and Clark points of interest. They are used by local restaurants throughout the region, during the busy summer season when tourists are prevalent. The placemats are intended to encourage extended stays by our visitors. These placemats are no charge to the restaurants wanting to use them. Two sizes were printed for the convenience of the restaurants that use them on their tables and those that use them on trays. 
Missouri River Country Board Meetings: Missouri River Country board meetings are every third Tuesday of every month and open to the public. Our board of directors welcome public comment and ideas that anyone would like to share. The meetings are usually held in Wolf Point, but during the summer months the meetings are held in different locations throughout Missouri River Country for a chance for board members to see the different attractions around the region. Anyone wishing to attend any of the Missouri River Country board meetings are urged to call the office to find out the time and place of the next meeting.
