Travel Guide: Yellowstone Country annually prints and distributes 220,000 copies of this four-color, 55-page glossy guide. In addition to being bulk-distributed in key target urban centers throughout the US, the YC travel Guide is the fulfillment piece sent in response to leads generated through direct phone, website guest book, mail and email inquiries. The guide is also used as a response piece for marketing projects: print ad campaigns, web advertising, direct mail post cards, etc. Advertisers may purchase a narrative listing for $135.00 p/year, which enables them to decide what aspects of what they have to offer should be showcased in the ad. 

Electronic Marketing: Yellowstone Country’s main website, www.yellowstone.visitmt.com, offers free contact information listings for tourism-related businesses throughout the region. The site is hosted by Travel Montana, and is subject to the rules & regulations pertaining to that site. The YC website is undergoing major re-design, and future advertising opportunities on the website will include “hot links” or reciprocal links (for a small administrative fee TBD), posting packages, and purchasing ad space.

Publicity: In conjunction with Travel Montana, Yellowstone Country hosts 1-3 group press trips annually for national and international media. These trips generally have a central theme and focus on a specific area of the region. The region also works with publications and journalists on an individual basis to showcase specific attractions, events, properties, communities, etc. Businesses are encouraged to partner with the region, helping to leverage the existing marketing dollars for both the business and the tourism region. For little or no investment, the business has the benefit of receiving substantial media coverage in desired target markets.

Opportunity Marketing: Yellowstone Country reserves a pool of funds each year to devote to unforeseen or unplanned project opportunities that arise throughout the course of the year. Communities and/or business entities are encouraged to submit a project proposal & budget to the region for consideration for funding. YC will make every effort to work with the entity to develop and implement a viable tourism project. Examples: build a “Welcome to Three Forks” sign, print & distribute Beartooth Highway Map Sheets, send industry representatives to Minneapolis/St. Paul Snowmobile Expo trade show, etc.

Visitor Information Centers: The Yellowstone Country region has thirteen Chambers of Commerce, which provides visitor information.  There are ten staffed VIC’s associated with these Chambers, open either year-round or for the summer tourism season (Memorial Day-Labor Day). Tourism businesses are encouraged to display their brochures, rack cards, etc in each of the VIC’s if space allows.
