The Lodgepole Gallery & Tipi Village was 

founded by Blackfeet artist and tribal 

member Darrell Norman (Ee-Nees-Too-

Wah-See) in 1993. In the beginning 

Norman had three tipis and was 

collaborating with Curley Bear Wagner 

who was at the time cultural coordinator for 

the Blackfeet Tribe. 

Norman acquired 2 more tipis and began 

working with Trail of the Great Bear of 

Waterton Park for additional bookings. As 

the business of the tipi camp increased 

and Curley Bears tours increased Norman 

took over the tipi camp and gallery totally 

with the help of his daughter Tina and his 

friend Bob Bedard.

In 1999 Norman married Angelika Harden, 

who came form Hamburg, Germany. She 

developed brochures and set up 

Lodgepoleôsweb site. 

The business increased, and they bought 3 

more tipis and needed  also a separate 

shower and toilette facility for guests. In 

2000 Lodgepole Gallery an Tipi Village 

received a $10,000 grant from the Four 

Times Foundation. This was the catalyst 

for the shower facility and in the same year 

Darrell Norman received also the 

Community Spirit Award form the First 

Peoples Found.

In 2004 the Normans converted their 

garage to a lounge and dinning facility 

where art workshops and seminars could 

be held. Their business has increased over 

the 17 years it has been in operation and it 

is continuously growing. They own now 11 

tipis and Lodgepole Gallery & Tipi Village 

has become an internationally known tipi 

Bed &Breakfast and renowned Blackfeet 

fine art gallery.
