· On the “Registration – Types of Registration” Page you will scroll to the bottom of the page and click on “Tourism Advisory Council Member” and continue the registration process. 

· If you are using the hard copy registration form available on the conference website, just write in “TAC” in the payment area of the form and send it to the address/fax listed.
Lodging Confirmation:

Now, each of you needs to call the hotel – 406-761-1900 or 800-548-8256 - with your personal or business credit card to confirm your reservation. You are listed to receive the state rate of $77 plus tax (Great Falls has a $1 TBID fee as well) so, if my math is correct, you should be charged $83.39/night for lodging.
